


EXPLANATORY NOTE:

In order to ensure the sanctity and good order of the Archdiocesan Catholic
Cemeteries, the Archdiocese of Philadelphia has long maintained and published Rules

and Regulations for the Archdiocesan Catholic Cemeteries. For those same reasons, the

Archdiocese has also maintained and separately published Specifications far Cemetery

Monuments.

As a convenience to the Monument Companies, and to the families of the
departed who are interred in our Catholic Cemeteries, the Archdiocese is also publishing

in this one document selected excerpts of the Rules and Regulations as they pertain to

Memorialization. ~ We trust that this will be beneficial to those planning any
Memorialization Work in any of our Catholic Cemeteries. In all respects, however, these

Specifications for Cemetery Monuments are subject to the complete and unabridged

Rules and Regulations for the Archdiocesan Catholic Cemeteries, as the same may be

revised and updated from time to time.

Specifications for Cemetery Monuments
for the
Archdiocesan Catholic Cemeteries

General Requirements for Monuments.

1.1

All Monuments and Memorialization Work shall comply in all respects with the
document published by the Catholic Cemeteries Office of the Archdiocese of
Philadelphia titled “Rules and Regulations for the Archdiocesan Catholic
Cemeteries,” as the same may be revised and amended from time to time (the
“Rules and Regulations™). Terms used in these Specifications and not otherwise
defined shall have the meanings ascribed to them in the Rules and Regulations.

Foundations.

2.1
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Foundations shall consist of poured wet concrete with a rating of no less than
3,000 p.s.i. Stone or other acceptable masonry material may be added to the
mixture, provided the majority of the Foundation is a concrete mixture. The
Foundation must be allowed to cure for at least seven (7) days before a Monument
can be set.

Foundations for Flat Markers shall be poured in an excavation of twenty four (24)
inches below grade, and set to a point five (5) inches below grade.

Foundations for Upright Monuments, and where permitted, Slant Markers, shall
be poured in an excavation thirty six (36) inches below grade, and set level with
the grade or not lower than one (1) inch below grade.

The length and width dimensions of a Foundation shall match the length and
width dimensions of the Base of the Monument.

If a Monument Company installs the Foundation, the Monument Company shall
(1) remove and properly dispose of all excess dirt resulting from the excavation
for the Foundation, (ii) remove all other debris and material resulting from the
installation of the Foundation, and (iii) restore the areas adjacent to the
Foundation so that they are clear of any effects of such work.

General Specifications

3.1

Manufacturer’s logos, guild seals, and other product labeling from any source
shall not be visible on a Monument. Any such logo or seal shall be placed on the
underside of the Die or Base of the Monument.

Every Monument shall be set on a one (1) inch deep bed of dry cement or mortar
mixture that is spread evenly on the Foundation.
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3.5

Monuments shall consist entirely of certified monumental grade granite, and shall
be free from all flaws and defects and manufactured with high quality
workmanship.

The Base and Die shall be of the same grade of granite.

The combined height of the Base and Die shall not exceed forty eight (48) inches.

Upright Monuments on Family Lots

The Base shall have a uniform height (i.e. thickness) and a smooth and level
surface on the top and bottom (i.e. dressed level).

The Base shall not be less than thirteen (13) inches, nor more than eighteen (18)
inches, in width.

The Base shall not be less than eight (8) inches, nor more than twelve (12) inches,
in height.

The length of the Base is restricted to one-half of the back line measurement of
the Lot, but shall not exceed eighty (80) inches.

The distance by which the Base extends beyond the front and back of the Die (the
“Wash”) shall not be less than two (2) inches, nor more than three (3) inches,
beyond the width of the Die.

The Wash on each end of the Base shall not be less than four (4) inches, nor more
than six (6) inches. Washes of three (3) inches on the ends are permitted on any
Monument with a Base of thirty six (36) inches or less.

The top of the Base shall have a polished or “steeled” finish, and a diamond
sawed or equivalent finish on the back. The ends and front of the Base may have
a rock finish.

The Die shall not be less than eight (8) inches, nor more than twelve (12) inches,
thick.

The Die shall have a rock, polished or steeled finish.

The Lot location shall be carved legibly on the right end of the Die in three-
quarter (3/4) inch letters or numerals.

Upright Monuments on Single Grave Lots

5.1

Generally, Upright Monuments are not permitted on single Grave Lots. In certain
Cemeteries there are sections of the Cemetery in which Upright Monuments may
be permitted on single Grave Lots, provided that the size of the Monument shall
be in accord with the space available on the Lot and consistent with the size of



existing Monuments in that section, as determined by the Cemetery
Superintendent.

Flat Markers

6.1

All Flat Markers shall have a uniform height (i.e. thickness) of four (4) inches.

6.2 Flat Markers on a single Grave Lot shall be twenty four (24) inches in length and
twelve (12) inches in width.

6.3 The top of a Flat Marker shall have a polished or steeled finish. All other surfaces
of a Flat Marker shall have a diamond-sawed or equivalent finish.

6.4  Flat Markers on the back-center of a two-Grave Lot shall not exceed thirty six
(36) inches in length and twelve (12) inches in width.

6.5 Flat Markers on infant Graves or Graves for cremated Remains shall be eighteen
(18) inches in length and twelve (12) inches in width.

6.6  Flat Markers on margin Graves, where permitted, shall be twenty four (24) inches
in length and twelve (12) inches in width.

6.7  The Lot location shall be carved, or engraved on the top of a Flat Marker at the
lower right-hand corner in three-quarter (3/4) inch letters or numerals.

6.8 Flat Markers with vase attachments shall not be permitted.

Slant Markers

7.1 Slant Markers are permitted in certain sections of certain Cemeteries, provided

that the size of the Slant Marker shall be in accord with the space available on the
Lot and consistent with the size of existing Slant Markers in those sections, as
determined by the Cemetery Superintendent.



Excerpts of the
Rules and Regulations
of the
Archdiocesan Catholic Cemeteries

ARTICLE I

Definitions

Terms used in the Rules and Regulations with capitalized initials will have the
meanings ascribed to them in this Section.

1.1 Affidavit of Authority an affidavit, in form satisfactory to the Catholic
Cemeteries Office, signed by the Certificate Holder, attesting to the authority of the
Certificate Holder to submit an Application for Memorialization or cause a funeral
director to submit a Funeral Director’s Grave Opening Order. An Affidavit of Authority
shall be notarized and acknowledged by a notary public, and shall accompany each
Application for Memorialization and Funeral Director’s Grave Opening Order.

1.2  Application for Memorialization the form published by the Catholic Cemeteries
Office from time to time, which is to be completed and signed by the Monument
Company and the Certificate Holder, and by which the Certificate Holder requests
permission from the Catholic Cemeteries Office to perform Memorialization Work in a
Lot with respect to which the Certificate Holder has Burial Privileges.

1.3 Base the granite stone that forms part of a Monument, and is installed on a
Foundation and supports the Die.

1.4 Burial Privileges the exclusive privilege, subject in every case to the Rules and
Regulations, the canons, teachings and tenets of the Catholic Church, and applicable civil
law, (i) to be Interred in a Lot, (ii) to direct any Interments to be made in a Lot, (iii) to
direct any disinterment of Remains from the Lot, and (iv) to direct the Memorial for a Lot
and its Memorialization.

1.5 Burial Privileges Certificate the certificate, when validly issued by the Catholic
Cemeteries Office, that entitles the Certificate Holder to Burial Privileges in the Lot
designated on the Certificate.

1.6 Casket Protection a device that is designed and intended to seal and enclose a
casket that is to be entombed in a Crypt.

1.7 Catholic Cemeteries or Cemetery the cemeteries, or any one of them, under the
direct supervision and control of the Catholic Cemeteries Office, and includes all of the



grounds used for burials and any Mausoleum and Columbarium and other above ground
Entombment or Inurnment facilities. Accompanying the Rules and Regulations is a
Schedule listing all of the Catholic Cemeteries.

1.8 Catholic Cemeteries Office the Catholic Cemeteries Office of the Archdiocese of
Philadelphia, and any duly appointed successor office or entity.

1.9 Cemetery Superintendent the person duly appointed by the Catholic Cemeteries
Office to manage and supervise the operations of a Cemetery.

1.10 Certificate Holder the Original Certificate Holder and the heirs or lawful and
proper assignees of the Original Certificate Holder, and any heirs or lawful assignees of
any subsequent Certificate Holder, provided that the transfer or assignment of any Burial
Privileges by any Certificate Holder shall be subject to the Rules and Regulations, the
canons, teachings and tenets of the Catholic Church, and applicable civil law. When
there is more than one heir or lawful assignee of Burial Privileges, the term “Certificate
Holder” shall mean and refer to all or each of such lawful heirs or assignees, as the
context may require.

1.11 Columbarium a building or structure constructed within a Cemetery to provide
for the Inurnment of cremated Remains within Niches.

1.12 Community Mausoleum a Mausoleum that is built and maintained by the
Catholic Cemeteries Office and contains Crypts, which are intended to be sold by the
Catholic Cemeteries Office on an individual basis to Certificate Holders. A garden
Mausoleum and a chapel Mausoleum are two types of Community Mausoleums.

1.13 Contractors any person or entity that performs labor or other activities under a
contract with or at the direction or request of a Certificate Holder, including Monument
Companies and burial vault companies, and the employees and agents thereof.

1.14 Crypt or Crypts a space or spaces within a Mausoleum used, or intended to be
used, for above ground Entombments.

1.15 Crypt Front a piece of granite, whether or not Memorialized, installed on the
opening of a Crypt.

1.16 Die the granite stone that forms part of a Monument, and is installed on a Base.

1.17 Endowed Care Fund the sum or sums deposited with the Catholic Cemeteries
Office by each Original Certificate Holder in accordance with Article XX, and includes
any interest earned thereon, to be held and used by the Catholic Cemeteries Office solely
for the care, maintenance and preservation of the Catholic Cemeteries.

1.18 Entombment or Entombments the Interment of Remains in a Crypt.



1.19 Family Lot a Lot that consists of two or more adjoining Graves, the Burial
Privileges for which are held by the same Certificate Holder.

1.20 Family Estate Mausoleum a Mausoleum that is built and maintained by the
Certificate Holder and contains Crypts, which are intended to be utilized by members of
the Certificate Holder’s family.

1.21 Flat Marker a Monument that consists of a single piece of granite, which is
designed so that the top of the Monument is flush or level with the grade and the sides of
the Monument are below grade.

1.22 Foundation the concrete footing on which a Monument is erected, and is designed
to support the Monument.

1.23 Funeral Director’s Grave Opening Order the form published by the Catholic
Cemeteries Office from time to time, which is to be completed and signed by the funeral
director and the Certificate Holder, and by which the Certificate Holder requests
permission from the Catholic Cemeteries Office for an Interment in a Lot with respect to
which the Certificate Holder has Burial Privileges.

1.24 Government Marker or Veteran’s Marker a Flat Marker supplied by the United
States Government to Memorialize the Grave of a veteran of the United States Armed
Forces.

1.25 Grave or Graves a space or spaces within a Lot used, or intended to be used, for
the in-ground burial of Remains.

1.26 Indemnified Parties the Catholic Cemeteries Office, the Archbishop of
Philadelphia, the Archdiocese of Philadelphia, and each of their respective affiliates and
ministries, whether incorporated or unincorporated, and each of their officers, employees,
volunteers, and agents, and the respective heirs, successors and assigns of each of the
foregoing.

1.27 Interment or Interments or Interred any interment of Remains in a Cemetery,
including, without limitation, an in-ground burial, an Entombment, and an Inurnment.

1.28 Inurnment the placement of cremated Remains in a Niche.

1.29 Lot or Lots one or more adjoining Graves, Crypts, or Niches, as designated on a
Burial Privileges Certificate.

1.30 Mausoleum a building containing Crypts constructed within a Cemetery, and
includes both a Family Estate Mausoleum and a Community Mausoleum.



1.31 Memorial any of the following: a Monument, Crypt Front, Niche Front, or any
other installation on a Lot that is approved by the Catholic Cemeteries Office and
intended to identify the location of Remains Interred within a Lot.

1.32 Memorialization or Memorialize or Memorialized any names, dates,
inscriptions, epitaphs, words, symbols, and depictions carved or engraved on a Memorial.

1.33 Memorialization Permit a permit, issued by a Cemetery Superintendent pursuant
to an Application for Memorialization to authorize the requested Memorialization Work,
subject to the terms and conditions contained in the Memorialization Permit.

1.34 Memorialization Work includes (i) the installation, removal, replacement, repair,
cleaning or other maintenance of a Monument, Crypt Front, or Niche Front, (ii) the act of
carving or engraving, or other Memorialization of a Monument, Crypt Front, or Niche
Front, and (iii) the installation of a Foundation.

1.35 Monument a Memorial that is a Flat Marker, Slant Marker, or an Upright
Monument.

1.36 Monument Company or Monument Companies any vendor, dealer, supplier, or
contractor who performs Memorialization Work.

1.37 Niche or Niches a space or spaces within a Columbarium used, or intended to be
used, for the above-ground Inurnment of cremated Remains.

1.38 Niche Front a piece of granite, whether or not Memorialized, installed on the
opening of a Niche.

1.39 Original Certificate Holder the individual or the husband and wife, whose name
or names appear on the Burial Privileges Certificate. If the Burial Privileges Certificate
is titled in the name of a husband and wife, then upon the death of one spouse, the term
Original Certificate Holder refers to the surviving spouse. In no event shall the Original
Certificate Holder consist of two or more individuals, except in the case of a husband and
wife.

1.40 Outside Burial Container a container that is designed and intended to be placed
in a Grave for the purpose of holding and protecting a casket, and includes those
containers commonly known as burial vaults, grave boxes and grave liners.

1.41 Remains the physical remains of a deceased human being, including cremated
human remains.

1.42 Slant Marker a Monument that consists of either a single piece of granite with a
straight back and a slanted or sloped front, or a Base and slant cut Die.



1.43 Specifications for Cemetery Monuments the document published by the
Catholic Cemeteries Office titled “Specifications for Cemetery Monuments,” as the same
may be revised from time to time.

1.44 Specifications for Mausoleums and Columbariums the document published by
the Catholic Cemeteries Office titled “Specifications for Mausoleums and
Columbariums,” as the same may be revised from time to time.

1.45 Upright Monument a Monument that consists of a Base and an upright Die.

1.46 Urn a container that is designed and intended to hold cremated Remains.

ARTICLE VII

Burial Privileges

7.1 Burial Privileges Certificates. A Burial Privileges Certificate grants Burial
Privileges to the Certificate Holder with respect to the Lot designated on the Burial
Privileges Certificate, but does not convey to the Certificate Holder any estate, title,
easement, or other interest in a Cemetery or Lot, or in any real estate.

7.2  Number of Interments. The number of Interments in any Lot shall be as set
forth in the Burial Privileges Certificate for such Lot, and if not set forth therein, then as
set forth in the records of the Catholic Cemeteries Office, and if not set forth therein, then
as determined by the Catholic Cemeteries Office.

7.3 Heirs and Assigns. Upon the death of any Certificate Holder, the Burial
Privileges held by such Certificate Holder shall be transferred to the person or persons
identified as the specific devisee of the Burial Privileges under the last will of the
Certificate Holder. If no such specific devise has been made, then the Burial Privileges
shall be transferred to the person or persons identified in the specific written instructions
of the Certificate Holder that have been placed on file by the Cemetery Superintendent
with the records of the Cemetery. If no such specific devise or written instructions have
been provided by the Certificate Holder, then the Burial Privileges shall be transferred to
the heirs of the Certificate Holder in accordance with civil law. All such transfers shall
be subject to the Rules and Regulations, and the canons, teachings and tenets of the
Catholic Church.

7.4  Presumption of Authority. If there is more than one heir or lawful assignee of a
Certificate Holder, the Cemetery Superintendent shall be entitled to rely upon the
notarized Affidavit of Authority made by any one of such heirs or assignees to authorize
an Interment or Memorialization Work in or for the Lot designated on the Burial
Privileges Certificate for which such Certificate Holder has Burial Privileges.




ARTICLE XVI

CONTRACTORS

16.1 Authorization Required. No Contractor shall be permitted to perform any work
or engage in any other activities within a Cemetery, unless expressly authorized by the
Cemetery Superintendent or Catholic Cemeteries Office.

16.2 Contractor Responsibilities.

16.2.1 Every Contractor shall abide by all of these Rules and Regulations, and
any specific directives of the Cemetery Superintendent, at all times while in the
Cemetery.

16.2.2 Upon each arrival at a Cemetery, and in any event prior to commencing
any work or other activities, the Contractor shall notify the Cemetery Superintendent of
the Contractor’s proposed activities at the Cemetery.

16.2.3 Contractors shall cease and suspend all work and other activities where the
continuation of such work or other activities would interfere, disrupt, or disturb an
Interment service then being conducted; and in this regard, the determination of the
Cemetery Superintendent shall be final.

16.2.4 Each Contractor shall be responsible for any damage caused by their work
or other activities in the Cemetery, including the removal of dirt and debris from the
Cemetery.

16.2.5 Contractors shall keep all trucks and vehicles on the paved driveway
surfaces at all times, and shall not drive or operate any trucks or other vehicles on any
sections within a Cemetery, except for self-powered lifting and carrying machines
designed for the installation of Outside Burial Containers or Memorialization Work,
having extra wide or balloon type turf tires, which shall be permitted on Cemetery
sections, with or without plywood underlayment.

16.2.6 No tools, vehicles, structures, or other equipment, required in the
performance of any work or other activities by a Contractor shall be left overnight in the
Cemetery without the written permission of the Cemetery Superintendent.

16.2.7 The Catholic Cemeteries Office has the right to deny or suspend access
and entry to the Catholic Cemeteries to any Contractor that is in violation of these Rules
and Regulations.

16.3 Insurance and Indemnification.
16.3.1 All Contractors performing any work or other activities within a Cemetery

shall carry and maintain the following insurance policies (i) commercial general liability
insurance, naming the Archdiocese of Philadelphia and the Archbishop of Philadelphia as



additional insureds, covering injury to persons with limits of $1,000,000.00 per
occurrence, including damage (including fire damage) to property of at least $500,000;
(11)) Workers’ Compensation Insurance, in the minimum amounts and coverages required
by the Commonwealth of Pennsylvania, and Employer’s Liability Insurance in the
minimum amount of $500,000 per accident; and (iii) Comprehensive Automobile
Liability Insurance, including coverage for owned, non-owned, and hired cars and
vehicles, with a combined single limit for bodily injury and property damage of not less
than $1,000,000.00 for each occurrence and in the aggregate.

16.3.2 Such insurance policies shall (i) provide that it shall not be cancelable
without at least thirty (30) days prior written notice to the Catholic Cemeteries Office; (ii)
be primary and non-contributory to any insurance otherwise carried by the Archdiocese
of Philadelphia; (iii) identify all of the Catholic Cemeteries as sites expressly covered
under such policies; and (iv) be issued by an insurer licensed in the Commonwealth of
Pennsylvania and having an “A” rating in the most recent edition of Best’s Insurance
Report and be in a form satisfactory to Insurance Office of the Archdiocese of
Philadelphia.

16.3.3 Prior to any Contractor performing any work within any Catholic
Cemeteries, the Contractor shall deliver to the Catholic Cemeteries Office certificates
evidencing such insurance, in form acceptable to the Insurance Office of the Archdiocese
of Philadelphia, together with evidence of paid-up premiums, and shall deliver to the
Catholic Cemeteries Office renewals thereof at least fifteen (15) days prior to expiration.

16.3.4 Prior to any Contractor performing any work within any Catholic
Cemeteries, each Contractor shall sign a written indemnification agreement pursuant to
which such Contractor agrees to indemnify, hold harmless and defend the Indemnified
Parties from and against any and all damages, claims, actions, penalties, liabilities, losses
and expenses (including, but not limited to, reasonable attorney’s fees and expenses)
incurred by or asserted against any of the Indemnified Parties as a result of (i) the
activities of such Contractor on or about the Catholic Cemeteries; (ii) any breach by such
Contractor of any of these Rules and Regulations; (iii) any violation, or failure to comply,
by such Contractor with any laws, rules, regulations orders, directives and other
requirements of any governmental authorities; or (iv) any liens, including mechanics’
liens, that are claimed, filed or asserted against the Catholic Cemeteries or any portion
thereof by such contractor (or such contractor’s subcontractors or suppliers). This
indemnification shall be applicable and the Indemnified Parties shall be indemnified
regardless of whether such claims are made on behalf of an employee of such Contractor
or any Indemnified Parties, or is the result of any negligence, in part, of any Indemnified
Parties.
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ARTICLE XXI
Memorials and Memorialization

21.1 General Requirements for Monuments.

21.1.1 Monuments shall comply in all respects with the Rules and Regulations
and the Specifications for Cemetery Monuments in effect at the time the Application for
Memorialization is submitted. Any revision or amendment to the Rules and Regulations
hereafter adopted by the Catholic Cemeteries Office shall not be applicable to the
installation or construction of any Monument that has been previously approved by the
Catholic Cemeteries Office.

21.1.2 Generally, only one Monument shall be permitted on a Lot. On a Family
Lot, where no Upright Monument is installed, a Flat Marker may be installed on each
Grave. In limited circumstances, on a Family Lot where an Upright Monument is
installed, a Flat Marker may be permitted, if in the sole determination of the Cemetery
Superintendent the size of the existing Upright Monument permits the installation of the
Flat Marker.

21.1.3 Monuments shall only be placed at the back (i.e. head) of the Lot. On a
Family Lot, an Upright Monument shall be placed only at the back center of the Lot.

21.1.4 Although Upright Monuments, Slant Markers, and Flat Markers are
permitted in every Cemetery, not all types of Monuments are permitted in all sections of
every Cemetery. The Catholic Cemeteries Office has designated those sections, if any, in
each Cemetery where Upright Monuments, Slant Markers, and Flat Markers,
respectively, are permissible. Information is available at each Cemetery indicating the
permissible locations for the various types of Monuments that are permitted at that
Cemetery.

21.1.5 Monuments with contemporary designs, such as ovals, circles, open top
carvings, and cut through carvings, may be permitted, if in the sole determination of the
Catholic Cemeteries Office such Monuments have been constructed in a respectful and
tasteful manner, do not pose any maintenance or safety concerns, and do not detract from
the aesthetics or sanctity of the Cemetery.

21.1.6 All Monuments and other Memorials shall contain a symbol or other
representation of the Catholic faith prominently placed on the face of the Memorial.

21.1.7 All Government Markers shall be Flat Markers and shall comply with all
other requirements for a Flat Marker as set forth in the Rules and Regulations and the
Specifications for Cemetery Monuments, except that a Government Marker may be
installed on a Family Lot, in addition to any other existing Monument, in the location
determined by the Cemetery Superintendent.
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21.2  General Requirements for Mausoleums and Columbariums.

21.2.1 Mausoleums and Columbariums shall comply in all respects with the
Rules and Regulations and the Specifications for Mausoleum and Columbarium in effect
at the time the Application for Memorialization to permit the installation of the
Mausoleum or Columbarium is submitted. Any revision or amendment to the Rules and
Regulations hereafter adopted by the Catholic Cemeteries Office shall not be applicable
to the installation or construction of any Mausoleum or Columbarium that has been
previously approved by the Catholic Cemeteries Office.

21.2.2 The Memorialization of Crypts and Niches shall be carved in the Crypt
Front or Niche Front or affixed to its surface, and shall be in the form of individual letters
or a plaque.

21.2.3 Family Estate Mausoleums and Columbariums shall be made of granite.

21.2.4 All Entombments require the use of Casket Protection whose materials
and specifications have been approved by the Catholic Cemeteries Office. The Cemetery
Superintendent shall be responsible for the installation of the Casket Protection.

21.3 Foundations.

21.3.1 Unless a Certificate Holder requests that their Monument Company install
the Foundation, the Cemetery shall install the Foundation, except that the Foundation for
any Family Estate Mausoleum shall in all cases be installed by the Monument Company.

21.3.2 If the Cemetery is to install the Foundation, the Application for
Memorialization shall be accompanied by the fee for the installation in the amount then
currently published by the Catholic Cemeteries Office. Such fee shall be calculated
based on the area of the Foundation covered by the Base. The Cemetery Superintendent
shall notify the Monument Company when the Foundation has been installed.

21.3.3 If a Certificate Holder requests that their Monument Company install the
Foundation, the Monument Company shall install such Foundation in accordance with
the Specifications for Cemetery Monuments and the Rules and Regulations.

21.3.4 When a Foundation has been installed by a Monument Company, the
Monument Company shall notify the Cemetery Superintendent and the Cemetery
Superintendent shall inspect the Foundation to determine whether it has been installed in
accordance with the Specifications for Cemetery Monuments. The Cemetery
Superintendent shall notify the Monument Company when such inspection has been
completed, and whether the Foundation satisfies the Specifications for Cemetery
Monuments. If the Cemetery Superintendent determines that the Foundation does not
satisfy the Specifications for Cemetery Monuments, the Monument Company shall
remove or alter the Foundation, as required by the Cemetery Superintendent, as necessary
to conform to the Specifications for Cemetery Monuments. No Monument shall be
placed on a Foundation until the Cemetery Superintendent has notified the Monument
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Company that the Foundation satisfies the Specifications for Cemetery Monuments.
21.4. Memorialization.

21.4.1 All Memorialization Work must be authorized by the Certificate Holder,
provided however, that each decedent whose Remains are Interred in a Lot shall be
entitled to Memorialization.

21.4.2 The names that are to be Memorialized on a Memorial shall correspond
with the names of the decedents Interred in the Lot as shown on the records maintained
by the Catholic Cemeteries Office.

21.4.3 The Memorialization of Monuments should include inscriptions of texts
drawn from Sacred Scripture or the approved public prayers of the Catholic Church. All
inscriptions of texts shall be consistent with the canons, teachings, and tenets of the
Catholic Church and clearly represent the message of the Gospel.

21.4.4 The Memorialization of a Monument may include emblems, insignias,
texts, or inscriptions, that represent matters of special personal or emotional importance
to the decedent, provided that (i) such emblem or inscription fits within a square space
four inches wide by four inches high, and (ii) in the sole and absolute determination of
the Catholic Cemeteries Office, such representation is made in a respectful and tasteful
manner, does not detract from the aesthetics or sanctity of the Cemetery, and is not
inconsistent with the canons, teachings and tenets of the Catholic Church.

21.4.5 The Catholic Cemeteries Office reserves the right to reject any proposed
Memorialization that, in the sole and absolute determination of the Catholic Cemeteries
Office is inconsistent with the canons, teachings and tenets of the Catholic Church.

21.4.6 Waterproofing, coloring, painting, lithochroming, enameling, lacquering,
or bronzing of the letters or carvings on a Memorial shall not be permitted.

21.4.7 Etchings or other processes creating a representation of a decedent may be
permitted on a Monument, if in the sole determination of the Catholic Cemeteries Office
such etchings or other processes do not detract from the aesthetics or sanctity of the
Cemetery.

21.4.8 Photographs, vases, statues and other materials or items shall not be
affixed to a Monument.

21.4.9 Cameos may be affixed to a Monument, provided that (i) the overall size
of the cameo, including any framing, does not exceed an area of four inches by five
inches; (ii) in the sole determination of the Catholic Cemeteries Office the cameo does
not detract from the aesthetics or sanctity of the Cemetery; and (iii) neither the Cemetery
nor the Catholic Cemeteries Office shall be responsible for any loss or damage to any
such cameo, regardless of the cause. Cameos shall not be affixed to any Memorial other
than a Monument.
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
